Students rethink and revise their viewpoint. Click ‘next
to ask the same question again.
Ask students to answer again, this time more wisely. Click End

Step 6: This page shows students’ answers in both rounds. The next tab group students into four types.

x/These students were able to learn from their peers. They were able to tell right from wrong. They are good learners.
x x These students did not seem to understand the issue at hand. They may need to consult teachers or talk to peers again.
